The article examines a range of issues related to the problems of implementation of 

the European credit transfer system to learn (ECTS). Among the latest trends in high school 
the last place holds European integration of higher education that aims to create a unified 
educational space, the main principles of which are reflected in the documents of the Bologna 
Process.

The Bologna Process – a system of measures European government agencies, 
universities, intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations related to higher 
education, aimed at structural reform of national systems of higher education in Europe to 
create a European Research Area in order to increase the capacity of graduates to 
employment, raising the competitiveness of European higher education.

An analysis of the integration process of higher education in Europe, the Bologna 
Declaration – the result of generalization, purposeful collective understanding of objective 
socio-economic and political processes of their interaction with her educational systems.

he possibilities offered by the system ECTS educational institutions and students: the 
adoption of clear and comparative degrees, making the education system that initially is 
based on two cycles, establishing a system of credits, the development of internships and the 
development of European cooperation in quality control of education, the development of the 
European dimension in higher education, lifelong learning, establishing closer links between 
the European Higher Education Area and European Research, higher education institutions 
and students.

Of primary importance are the introduction of a system of credits as an accepted 
means of qualitative and quantitative measurement of the educational process, sm 
development of internships as a practical way of integrating learning based on quality 
criteria and credits. In this regard, an important role to play ECTS.

Perception of Europeanization of national higher education systems, the formation of 
educational space will be implemented primarily by modernizing curricula, inter-institutional 
cooperation, mobility schemes development, joint training programs, practical training and 
implementation of research, adoption of co-Dimensional degrees to ensure employability of 
European citizens and increasing international attractiveness of European education systems. 
So the main goal of the Bologna Process - consolidation efforts of scientific and educational 
community and the governments of European countries not only to significantly improve the 
competitiveness of European research and education on a global dimension, as well as to 
enhance its role in the social democratic transformations.
