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Nabiullin L. Liberal arts education as an indicator of the quality of educational 
activities in modern conditions

In this article we are talking about the importance of a liberal arts education of 
students as a necessary condition for improving the quality of secondary vocational education 
in the country. Revealed contradictions in the approaches to the process of the formation of 
students of general culture and education, the analysis of the didactic content of teaching 
social and humanities. Summed up the results of the Bologna process in Russia.

The main problem of modern education, in our view is that the crisis of the conceptual 
component of liberal education as an institution of spiritual succession, is the disparity 
between the current educational models and global trends of development of culture, modern 
educational systems, as an important scientific and practical problems of education, with the 
result that doesn’t provide a nurturing spiritual elite of society - the “true humanists” who 
perform an essential function in society - to preserve and transmit the next generation of the 
best achievements of Russian and world culture. And the solution of this problem is closely 
related to the activities of both the scientific and educational institutions.

The purpose of this paper is to show that the humanities, first of all, have the ability 
for creation, i. e. ability to generalize to a broader perception of the synthesis of the world, 
and this quality is not associated with age, nor the experience, nor a profession. Teacher, is 
seen in the chain of events a pattern, or a student who in solving the problem sees it as a 
special case of the general problem, demonstrate the quality of the creative person equally.

The concept of upgrading the content and technology of formation and development of 
culture and education in the humanitarian education of students of professional schools 
focused on Russian- European partnership, which is shared by many educators and thinkers 
and practitioners in our pedagogical community, rightly suggests that “ the humanities are 
meaningful basis of culture-competence approach (foundations of philosophy, the history of 
the motherland, literature, pedagogy, history of pedagogy), implicitly reflecting the general 
aspects of the formation of culture and education in the humanities, the core of it is the basic 
training.
