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Mazin V. Attitude of Trainer-teachers and Children’s and Youth Sports School 
Authorities to Education of Children During Sport Activities

In the article the author proves topicality of the study, devoted to defining the attitude 
of trainer-teachers and Children’s and Youth Sports School authorities to education of young 
sportsmen. The implements, arranging and survey procedure of trainer-teachers and 
Children’s and Youth Sports School authorities (Zaporozhye city, Ukraine) are thoroughly 
depicted. The author provides detailed description of respondents’ answers, replies of 
trainer-teachers and Children’s and Youth Sports School authorities, reveals main features of 
target group opinions.

The analysis of survey results has enabled to conclude that trainer-teachers and 
Children’s and Youth Sports School authorities appreciate educational capacity of sport 
activities. According to the results, target group representatives of the survey are sure that 
participating in sport activities impacts positively on forming of socially relevant mental 
models and patterns of pupils’ behavior. It’s necessary to stress, that trainer-teachers and 
Children’s and Youth Sports School authorities, as a rule, mainly focus on applied aspects of 
educational process, which are directly related to sport activities efficiency. Nevertheless, the 
most important aims of education, which are not directly relevant to achieving sport results, 
but highly valued in society, are not taken into consideration by coaches as a reference point 
of mentoring and education. The author of the article believes some lines of further research 
are promising such as conducting surveys of more respondents who are trainer-teachers and 
Children’s and Youth Sports School authorities. In the researcher’s view conducting surveys 
of young sportsmen’s parents can be fruitful as well.
