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Akimova H., Shemihon N. Theoretical Aspects of Extracurricular Organization 
of Independent Work of Future Teachers of Elementary Classes

The article clarified the meaning of the term “out-of-class independent work” for 
primary school teachers, addresses the key aspects of implementing a customized plan out-of-
class independent work of students on the example of discipline “General pedagogy” and the 
factors for the motivation of students in the organization and execution of out-of-class 
independent work.

The concept of “out-of-class independent work of the student” is considered as a kind 
of out-of-class self-training and educational activities performed under the indirect 
supervision of the teacher and involves the formation of skills of self-observation, self-
organization, self-awareness, self-control.

Organization of out-of-class independent work in modern educational space, aimed at 
the formation of future teachers of initial classes and skills to independently search and 
analyze literature, to work with library funds and directories; independently purchase 
professionally relevant knowledge, which are implemented in the skills of solving the multi-
level complexity of pedagogical tasks and determine their practical use in future professional 
activity; self-organization (self-distribution of time doing independent work, determination 
and distribution goals for the level of complexity of tasks, time); independent of the choice of 
forms, methods and means of performing independent work, self-reflection and self-control 
obtained from the results of independent work. The variety of jobs with different ways to 
perform out-of-class independent work will provide learning and the formation of skills that 
will be sporadically force professional development of future teacher of initial classes.
