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Halemendik Y. The Role of English Teacher in the Process of Formation of

Personality of Psychology Student
The article discusses the role of the English teacher in the process of formation of

personality of psychology students. Considerable attention is paid to interactive teaching
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methods. Application of interactive teaching methods improves the quality of the educational
process in higher school subject to a number of conditions: appropriate social and psychological
learning environment; continuous improvement of didactic support of learning activities;
multilevel and flexibility in educational contents, forms, methods and ways of training, specificity
of the higher institution and individual needs of students.

Analysis of the situation on the real possession of graduates of Ukrainian universities of
English shows that the level of knowledge of the language and the formation of skills of students
do not meet the requirements of today.

As a pilot study to determine the role of English teacher in the process of formation of
personality of psychology student we have developed and held classes in English with psychology
students of the Faculty of Social Pedagogy and Psychology of Zaporijia National University.
Effective methods of teaching English are interactive teaching methods (work in pairs, small
groups), project techniques, collages, PowerPoint presentations, interviews, mini movies, playing
out situations, combinative game techniques (phonetic, lexical, grammatical, stylistic, role and
business games). We believe that our classes are aimed at developing the English language
competence at students.

The use of interactive forms of teaching English at the specialty “psychology” forms the
appropriate level of competence at the English-speaking students.

Thus, we point out that in response to increasing demands of the society to the level of
English at future psychologists, increased competition in the European market, global crisis, in
the home teaching the process of intensive search for such approaches and methods of teaching
English techniques is going on that could allow to form the personality of psychology students.
