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Emirilyasova S. Gender Approach in the Pedagogical Science of Ukraine: Tradition 
and Modern State

The article deals with the dynamics of the formation of a gender perspective in pedagogy of 
Ukraine. Particular attention to the Ukrainian tradition of translating gender ideas in the 
pedagogical science is paid by the author. The article also analyzes the representation of gender 
expertise in the Ukrainian Soviet pedagogy and gender approach is presented as an innovative 
direction in the pedagogy of Ukraine in the twentieth century and the first half of the twenty-first 
century. The late XIX and early XX cc. is the period of socio-pedagogical movement in Ukraine 
which is characterized by the development of the idea of co-education for boys and girls, young 
men and women. During the educational process two main mechanisms of regulation of gender 
relations are interacted. The first mechanism is that the State ‘forced normative regulation, 
pursuing a policy of sex and gender in the legislation of different levels’. The second mechanism is 
implemented with the help of the ideological apparatus of coercion, controlling ‘gender relations 
through the dominant official discourse’.

In Independent Ukraine the formation of gender studies in the social sciences and 
humanities, particularly in the pedagogical science, was held in three stages. Stage I is 
characterized by the development of women’s studies which involves the ‘inclusion’ of experience, 
knowledge and skills of women in the social sciences and humanities. Stage II is institutionalized by 
women’s and gender studies: women’s issues, women and men are becoming the focus of the 
international community. Stage III is identified by the legitimacy of gender studies in Ukraine. This 
stage is characterized by the development of legitimate curricula, textbooks, materials for special 
seminars with a gender component.
