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Vasylchenko O. Gender Sensitive Environment as the Condition of Formation of 
University Students’ Gender Culture 

The article analyzes gender sensitive environment as one of the condition of formation of 
university students’ gender culture. The analysis of the phenomenon “environment” is given in the 
article. The author’s theoretical analysis gave the possibility to determine the content of gender 
sensitive environment and the main mechanisms of its creation. They are gender education, gender 
approach. Gender education has all possibilities to spread gender values and gender knowledge 
among students during their studying at the university. It is supposed gender sensitive environment 
fosters gender grounded behavior with avoiding gender stereotypes and prejudices about the role of 
men and women in culture. The article gives characteristic of gender sensitive environment. It is a 
space where university students can learn main elements of gender culture (gender values, gender 
knowledge, gender norms of behavior) based on the idea of gender equality that allows to avoid 
gender prejudices, perceive one’s own gender identity and respect other’s gender identity. The 
article determines the main ways of creation of gender sensitive environment. It is supposed to 
introduce gender component into the educational content of disciplines. The positivesamples of 
gender roles that are not determined by the sex and analysis of women’s and men’s presentation in 
scientific and professional spheres can be demonstrated to students. While studying at the 
university it is necessary for students to create possibilities to share their gender experience to 
understand the existence of gender inequity in the culture of society.
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
