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Marchenko O. Monitor ing of the Process of Formation of the Educational 
Environment of Higher  Military Educational Institutions

It proves the relevance of the process of monitoring the formation of the educational 
environment of higher military educational institutions. Refined essence of the concepts of 
“educational environment”, “the formation of educational environment”, “monitoring”, 
“monitoring studies of the formation of the educational environment of higher military 
educational institution”. Educational environment is characterized as a set of spatially-
subject, sanitary, social and psychological conditions of the educational activities of its 
subjects. By its nature, the educational environment of higher military educational institution 
is artificial, formed to achieve external (training military sphere) and internal (personal and 
professional development of future specialist) educational goals and professional process. 
During the monitoring process of forming educational environment in higher military 
educational establishment will understand the information and corrective maintenance of 
educational activities, providing regular diagnosis of the educational environment at higher 
military educational institution, faculty (battalion), training department, the course 
(company), individual academic (training) group (platoon, offices), educational classes 
(lectures, seminars, practical, group, laboratory, complex, gym, etc.). Determine the purpose, 
tasks, organizational and methodical ways of monitoring the process of formation of the 
educational environment in the higher military educational institution. The monitoring results 
are taken into account in determining: 1) the rating facility that provides educational 
services; 2) the level of organization of educational process and its teaching of; 
3) educational level graduate.
