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Sukhovirskyi O. Training of Future Primary School Teachers to the Changes of 
the Curriculum in Informatics

The article analyzes the changes in the curriculum in informatics in primary school. To 
reduce the load on the pupils and simplifying material in 2015 correction of the curriculum in 
informatics has been made. In the 2nd form there weren’t extensive changes. The topic “History 
of Computing Devices” has been singled out in the separate section, and the section 
“Algorithms and Performers” has been excluded from the curriculum. The amount of the 
section “Computer Support for Learning Academic Subjects” has been increased by 
2 academic hours. It is determined that the existing textbooks can be used in under the new 
conditions, and the content of the discipline “Methodology of Studying Informatics” in higher 
educational institution can be easily adapted to the new distribution of topics.

In the 3rd form the amount of the section “Information Processes and Computer” has 
increased. Also, the developers of the program decided not to single out the method of 
projects into the separate section in the 3 rd and in the 4th forms. The ratio of the teaching 
load, the sequence of topics has changed slightly, which simplifies the use of existing 
textbooks and the adaptation of teachers and students to the study of the new program.

The greatest changes have been made in the program for the 4th form. This has resulted 
in the addition of sections “Graphical Editor” and “Work with Presentations”. However, new 
textbooks on informatics for the 4th form already take into account such distribution of topics.

Analysis of the changes made and the compliance of existing textbooks led to the 
conclusion about existence of quite easy ways of preparation of the future primary school 
teachers to the correction of the curriculum in informatics.
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
