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Verner V. «Fireworks» of Padua: how the university ignited the ecumenical flame of republican
aristocracy in Britain and The Commonwealth of Poland

The article explores the unique role of the University of Padua in shaping the political elites of Europe,
particularly in England, Poland, and other countries during the 16th—17th centuries. Founded in 1222, the
university quickly became an essential educational, cultural, and political hub that attracted students from
various parts of Europe. During this period, Padua emerged as a symbol of the Renaissance, embodying
the ideals of humanism, scientific progress, and cultural exchange, which significantly influenced societal
development at the time.

The research analyzes various aspects of the university's activities, including its funding, social structure,
and academic life. The University of Padua received financial support from the Venetian Republic, which
was funded through tax revenues, including unconventional sources such as taxes on public courtesans.
This financial model allowed the university to maintain a high quality of education while also fostering social
mobility: although the high tuition fees attracted privileged students, there were also special concessions for
those in financial hardship, ensuring the university's social diversity.

Particular attention is given to the influence of prominent scholars—university professors such as Galileo
Galilei, Giordano Bruno, and Tommaso Campanella—who made a decisive contribution to the advancement
of science, philosophy, and the intellectual environment of this institution. Thanks to these figures, Padua
became a center where progressive ideas were formed, influencing the development of European thought.
Their discoveries and ideas resonated far beyond the walls of Padua.

The article highlights the university's uniqueness in the Catholic educational space, which was characterized
by its tolerance for religious diversity. In the early XVII-th century, it was the only Catholic university that
admitted Protestant and Orthodox students. This created an environment of religious and intellectual diversity,
where different confessions coexisted peacefully, fostering the development of an ecumenical culture.

The organizational structure of the university, based on a system of "nations" representing students from
different countries, is also examined. It is shown that English Protestants made up a significant portion of
the student body at the University of Padua, actively contributing to the development of intellectual ties
between England and Padua. Their presence facilitated the exchange of progressive ideas, particularly in
the fields of law, philosophy, and natural sciences. Upon returning to their homeland, English students not
only disseminated new knowledge but also participated in shaping socio-political changes that stimulated
the development of Reformation movements in England. At the same time, Padua was one of the most
important educational centers for the Polish nobility, who actively chose this university for higher education.
Polish students, representing Catholic, Protestant, and Orthodox circles, utilized their experience at Padua
to strengthen their positions in the political and cultural spheres of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.
A patrticularly significant role in this process was played by the university graduate, Grand Crown Chancellor
Jan Zamoyski. His activities, inspired by the "Paduan model," culminated in the founding of the Zamoyski
Academy (1595-1784). This institution became the first secular higher education establishment in the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth, playing a crucial role in shaping the republic's new legal culture. It also influenced
the ideology and political consciousness of not only the Polish nobility but also the Ukrainian elite and the
Cossack leadership of the XVII-th century, preparing the ground for important transformations in the region.

The study demonstrates the importance of the University of Padua as an intellectual and political center,
that formed elites, stimulated dialogue between cultures and religions, and contributed to the development of
the European educational and political tradition. Its influence extended not only to Western Europe, but also to
Ukrainian lands, leaving a significant mark in the formation of cultural identity and political thought.
